Registration and Payment Policies

Students must completely fill out the School of Performing Arts Application and Enrollment Form. It must be signed by a parent/guardian and turned in to the School of Performing Arts office before lessons can be taken. Lessons are scheduled by semester, but arrangements can sometimes be made for students wishing to enter during the course of the semester. 

The annual, non-refundable $35 ($50 per family) registration fee is due at registration.  If you were involved in the fall semester, you already paid this fee and there is no additional registration fee due.  For tuition, there are two payment options: 
1. You may pay the full tuition by January 5. 

2. You may pay in three equal installments.  Due dates are January 5, February 9 and March 8.

We can accept cash, check and credit cards.  If paying by credit card, please fill out the Credit Card Authorization form available either in our offices or on our website.

Lessons will not be given until payment is received.  Tuition payments received after the due date will be assessed a $5.00 late fee.  If an account is more than two weeks overdue, the student will be dropped from enrollment.

Missed Lesson Policy (Private Lessons)
If a student is unable to attend a lesson, they must inform the School of Performing Arts  office or their teacher at least 24 hours in advance to qualify as an excused absence. It is preferable to contact both, and should be done so through the fastest means possible. 

Teachers will be required to extend the same courtesy if they have to cancel a lesson. 
Only two make-up lessons will be given for each semester, and those will be arranged according to the teacher’s schedule. Both make-up lessons must be made up before the beginning of the next semester. There will NOT be any rolled over lessons or refunds for student absences whether excused or unexcused. 

A student will be required to make payment for lessons that

1. they attend.
2. are absent from (unexcused).
3. are make-up lessons from an excused absence.
4. are in excess of the 2 excused absences that can be made up.
If a teacher is not informed that a student will miss his/her lesson, it will be counted as an unexcused absence and will NOT be made up. 

Missed Lesson Policy (Group Lessons)

Due to the nature of the group lesson environment, there will be no make-ups offered. 

Refund Policy

The annual $35 ($50 per family) registration fee is non-refundable. 

Should the student need to terminate lessons before the end of a semester, a refund of payments made cannot be given, and the lessons that have not been taken must be paid for.  In signing up for lessons for the semester, there is a commitment both from the student and the teacher, and that must be honored. Extenuating circumstances may be considered, but ultimately the decision will be made by the Director of the School. 

Materials/Curriculum

Students will be expected to provide their own instrument, accessories and literature as required by their teacher. Pianos are available for students to play during their lesson time, but not for individual practice during the week. Dance students will be required to purchase dancewear, costumes and accessories. Teachers will inform students of any particular method books, musical pieces, etc., they will need, and it is the responsibility of the student to purchase these materials in a timely manner. Pianos are available for students to play during their lesson, but not at any other time for personal practice. 

For dance and musical theater students, parents should be aware that there will likely be an additional fee for costumes for the end of semester recital.  These will be determined by teachers and our administration and will be kept to a minimum, as much as possible.
Recitals/Performances

Each student taking lessons through the School of Performing Arts will be highly encouraged to perform in the semester recitals and in other arranged performances.  These opportunities are designed to be low-pressure, positive environments to learn performance skills and are an invaluable part of the students’ study.  If you have any questions please feel free to discuss these with your assigned teacher or with the School of Performing Arts staff.
